At precisely 4:30 pm Tuesday, several galleries in the 798 Art District closed their doors, and the
colorful sculptures cutside were draped in black cloth. A group of teenagers in black distributed
the international symbaol of AIDS awareness, a red ribbon and sticker, in an attempt to raise
people's awareness of World AIDS Day.

ChART Contemporary, a Beijing-based curatorial lab, and the Beijing World Youth Academy
organized the educational program to celebrate A Day Without Art, an initiative that originated in
New York 20 years ago to raise awareness of HIV/AIDS. They appealed to 12 art galleries at 708 to
close their doors from 4:30 pm to 6 pm.

Some of the well-known galleries including the Beijing Tokyo Art Project, Tang Contemporary Art,
Galleria Continua and Iberia Art Center, joined in the program.

Zhang Chong, a 12th grader from the Beijing World Youth Academy, designed the poster and
sticker. "We know how much impact AIDS has on the art world. We are doing what we can to
educate pecple about that," he said. "Pecple come to the galleries and find them closed, and we
will give them the ribbons and stickers and tell them about the disease."

Over B0 students and 20 supervisors from the Beijing World Youth Academy participated in the
program Tuesday. Last yvear only eight students joined the action when ChART Contemporary
organized A Day Without Art for the first time in Beijing on subway trains.

"We have to go slowly. We can't expect to change the world in one day," said Megan Connolly, one
of the organizers. "But the important thing is that we are building it up."
